Presentation:
Papers will be presented in either Workshops or Panel Discussions.  They will begin with a 15 minute presentation, followed by open discussion.
Abstracts of 200 words (max.) should be submitted by 10th August 2007..  Authors will be notified of the acceptance of the paper by 17th August.

Publication of Papers:
At the conclusion of the conference, we plan to publish a report on its proceedings including selected papers. Presenters may nominate to submit their papers for peer review so that their paper can be published electronically according to DEST guidelines.  Authors requesting peer review for publication must submit papers by the start of the conference and finalise the text by 20th November 2007.
