These changes to the editorial board, and the next issue’s call for papers, will appear on the journal’s website sometime in November. The instructions for authors also required updating as Dawn is listed as the editor and contact point.

The next issue, due November/December 2008, is a general issue. The issue is shaping up well, with approximately eight articles and two book reviews.

In keeping with attempts to produce a special issue and a general issue every year, the first issue of 2009 will be a special issue devoted to showcasing the work of students. Current and recent students, at undergraduate or postgraduate level, are encouraged to consider submitting a manuscript. Manuscripts may be of a theoretical or empirical focus and may be drawn from research or practice. Manuscripts might be derived from research projects and theses, coursework assignments (individual or group-based), and reflections on practice issues. We anticipate the issue will be published in May, 2009. This issue will be edited by Lauren Breen and Amiee-Jade Pember, who is completing her Master of Psychology (Community) at Edith Cowan University. Calls for manuscripts were disseminated through the commpsych email list, SCRA email list, the UK community psychology email list, and to students at Edith Cowan University and manuscripts are due January 15th, 2009.
