Psychologists working in academic and community settings as well as private practitioners are often called in to assist with development and implementation of programs or projects across a range of human service areas. The incorporation of formal evaluation into these programs is often neglected due to inadequate resourcing and/or skills in program evaluation.  This means that an explicit evidence base is not available to identify what worked, where and for whom.  Further, the lack of formal evaluation mechanisms means that lessons learned from implementation cannot be disseminated more widely.

The evidence gained from evaluation can assist in mounting a persuasive case about the continuation, expansion or modification of the program to better meet participant needs. The webinars focus on the conceptual and practical skills required to effectively plan, monitor and evaluate human service programs and projects. 
On Day 1 Delwyn will provide a planning template to assist in orienting participants to key issues in evaluation, including Program Logic.  Day2 will focus on practical tips about ways to engage diverse stakeholders and integrate evaluation into program planning and implementation, and how to maximise utilisation of the data collected.  Delwyn will draw from examples of evaluations conducted across a range of human service programs to ensure the theory covered in these sessions is grounded in practice. 
Delwyn is an inspiring presenter who has worked as a consultant with a range of organisations in Australia and internationally. She has facilitated research and evaluation workshops for public and private sector organisations in health and community arenas.
