Instructions for submitting your manuscript
Please follow these directions:
· manuscripts up to 3000 words may be submitted
· use New Times Roman font size 12
· single-line space your document
· do not indent the paragraph—use a single line space between each paragraph
· bold your section headings, flush to the left margin
· Word document
· use APA 7th edition
· references—double space and no indentation on second/subsequent lines
