A Serious Supercomputer for WA - THE SKY IS NOT THE LIMIT!
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The Square Kilometre Array (SKA) will be one of the largest and most ambitious international science projects ever devised. It will help to answer fundamental questions about the evolution of the universe. Australia and South Africa have been shortlisted by an international consortium as one of two potential locations for the SKA, the Australian location being the Murchison in WA.

The Commonwealth Government has allocated $80 million to iVEC for the planning, design and construction of what will be called the Pawsey HPC (High Performance Computing) Centre for SKA Science. iVEC will be responsible for the management and operation of the Centre, when it commences operation in 2012.

iVEC’s purpose is to allow the State’s industry, science and technology communities to access advanced computing technologies in order to meet the demands faced by Western Australia to compete effectively on a global basis. Supporting these resources are a team of experts who work with organisations and agencies to foster capacity development at local and state levels. Application areas include nanotechnology, radioastronomy and high energy physics, medical and mining training, medical research, mining and petroleum, architecture and construction, multimedia, and urban planning.

Join us for a briefing on the development of the Pawsey Centre, an overview of the SKA Project, an insight into the world of High Performance Computing and some observations about the impact of this game-changing technology upon business processes and information management. As some talks have been held between State Records Office and iVEC, this presentation will provide some background information to the potential solution for the storage of digital archives in WA.
