To offer a new graduate an opportunity to work in an entry level professional position

within different academic library settings.

Recruitment
Applicants must meet the eligibility criteria:

» Applicants must have or be scheduled to graduate from a Librarianship course offered
by an Australian University in the year that applications are called for to be able to

participate in the program in the following year.
* Applicants must be domestic students or have the right to work in Australia.

Program/Timing/Duration
* 12 month program is recommended, with four placements, each of three months.

« The duration for each participating library may alter, contingent upon the participation

of regional universities.
* If ongoing employment opportunities arise during the course of the program, the

QULOC Graduate Librarian will be supported if they choose to apply for such a position.

Financial Support Eligibility

To be eligible for financial assistance the applicant must:

* Be appointed to a university as part of the QULOC Graduate

Librarian Program.
* Reside more than 50 kilometres from the host university.
